Financing a funeral
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    When a death occurs, there is no emergency : you have enough time to select a funeral home
The burial or cremation should be completed within 6 working days of death, Sundays and holidays not included.
The departmental Prefect where the burial or cremation is to take place may grant a deferral to this requirement.
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    Before making arrangements : call and ask these 3 questions of potential funeral homes
      1) The cost of fees and procedures.

      2) The price of :
          - an oak coffin*equipped (funeral with burial in a cemetery).
          or:
          - a coffin* equipped for cremation (ceremony with cremation).
          or:
          - a coffin* equipped and zinc coated (for shipment abroad, according to regulations).

          (*): with inner lining, handles, plaque, screws, etc.

      3) The cost of a hearse and pallbearers, as well as the number of pallbearers.

          In the case of transportation or repatriation : obtain the cost per kilometre (return trip) or air transport.

	SHOULD SOMEONE REFUSE TO ANSWER YOUR TELEPHONE INQUIRIES OR EVADE THESE QUESTIONS :
ELIMINATE THAT BUSINESS FROM YOUR LIST.


Approximate quotes often hide double billing or fictitious services : "organizing the service or the ceremony", "logistics for the eulogy"...

You may incur other expenses: publication in the press, death announcement cards, flower arrangements, preservation care, funeral parlour, monument, taxes, religious service, etc.

	· Be extremely cautious of a business that resists giving clear and precise information.
  

· Certain "regie" and commercial ventures are severely criticized by the Conseil de la Concurrence.
  

· No large distribution supermarket manages funeral homes or monumental masonry.
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    It is a good idea to have someone calm and sensible with you during the discussions.
      Ask a friend or a neighbour to accompany you.
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    Placing the body in the coffin usually takes place where the death occurred : home, care centre, retirement home
No matter where the death occurred, no one can impose the return of the remains to a family residence or the transfer to a funeral parlour. In accordance with CGCT (Section R. 2213-33 and R. 2213-35), the body may remain in a private residence or a retirement home not belonging to the medico-social sector and not tied to a health institution, for a period of 6 days.
A "mortuary" is located in a medical institution, a hospice or a retirement home.
If the death occurs within the institution, the accommodation is free of charge.

A "funeral parlour" is a commercial institution managed by a funeral home.
Usual commercial names: Funeral Home or Funeral parlour, Funérarium®, Maison Funéraire®, Athanée® ...
Transfer and stay in a funeral parlour are billed either to the family, the hospital, the clinic, or the retirement home.

	DO NOT LET ANYONE TAKE ADVANTAGE OF YOUR LACK OF KNOWLEDGE OF THE LEGISLATION
If a care centre or a retirement home expresses their desire not to keep the mortal remains:
· Do not sign an authorization for transportation of the body without placement in a coffin if it does not stipulate
     "Transfer required by the Director of the institution, at no cost to the family"
  
· Refuse to call a society for transportation without placement in the coffin to a funeral home.
This advice must be followed with your specific requirements in mind.
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    All terms should be explained so you do not get mislead.
· Master of ceremony,
- Funeral Director,
- Convoy Director,

· All mean the same thing.
An employee of the funeral home always takes charge of the family in regards to protocol and organization. That person is either a master of ceremony, or a pallbearer in charge. This must be specified on the estimate!
· - Embalming,
- Preservation care,
- Somatic care,
- Cosmetic care,
- I.F.T. Care

· This involves the injection of large quantities of a formaldehyde type substance, a procedure which takes approximately 1.5 hours.
Attention: This does not include dressing or application of make up nor is it just a needle as is sometimes explained or understood.
	Preservation care is not mandatory and cannot be imposed on the family.
(except in rare circumstances)
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    After you have made a request or to mandate a mortician :
       you should receive a very detailed estimate, free of charge with no obligation.
Do not accept a simple verbal response, a draft or an approximate price scribbled on a business card.
Request an explanation of each cost item: an identical service or product may be added more than once!
Demand a written description of the coffin (specie of wood, thickness, colour, finish) and accessories.

If you accept the conditions of the estimate that is given to you, a PURCHASE ORDER is then drafted:
1) You are contracting that funeral home and you promise to pay the bill.
2) Any change afterwards on the purchase order must be added to the estimate in your possession, or a new
     estimate must be made stipulating each and every service and material.
	   Some practices by businesses often considered beyond reproach... by the unaware:
- Double billing
- High cost of services deliberately ill defined or virtual :
   cost of homage, organization of the ceremony or the convoy, availability of logistics means, etc.
- Presentation of an inaccurate estimate.


	


Examples of arguments used to skirt legal obligations :
we are professionals, we will take care of everything; immediate dispositions must be made; let's not talk money now out of respect for the deceased; we have helped grieving families for generations, etc.
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    Reviewing the estimates presented
In order for us to remain impartial and independent, we do not wish to know
- the name of the funeral home,
- the town the call is coming from.
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    Beware of "guides" you may find in some town halls
Interest agreements may exist between town halls or their syndicates and funeral homes
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    In France, since January 10, 1998 : any funeral home certified by a prefecture may be selected
The list of certified funeral homes must be posted for public viewing in
- Town halls,
- Reception halls of mortuaries and private funeral parlours,
- Crematoriums,
- Cemeteries conservation rooms.
A copy of this list must be handed to anyone upon request.

You can select the funeral home, the mortician's care agency, the funeral transport company or the monumental mason in the town, commune or region of your choice.
Consult also the Yellow Pages.
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    Resist and report employees/agents biased in favour of one particular funeral home
Cold canvassing, at home, on public road, or in a public building is forbidden.
Recommendation and canvassing :
1. are forbidden and punishable by law :
- of six months to three years imprisonment,
- a fine of 914,69 to 45734,71 Euros,
- impeachment of civil rights and family rights,
- interdiction to hold public office or conduct professional activity in the field the infraction was committed.

2. have an ulterior motive and often benefit the authors.

3. are responsible for higher costs, by several hundreds of Euros.
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    Financing funerals
· Through the deceased's banker.
The deceased's assets may cover funeral expenses.
With authorization from the family and with the agreement of the banking establishment, an amount to a maximum of 3,049 Euros may be withdrawn by the funeral home from the account of the deceased person. That amount will be deducted from the estate asset upon presentation of the invoice.
(Section R. 2101 of the Code civil, instruction n° 92-67-K1-A3, 06/9/1992, nor: BUD R 92 00067 J)
 
· By the notary.
A request of empowerment, countersigned by all the senior heirs can be made.
  

· Accessing dues.
Life insurance, death-funeral insurance, mutual insurance or social security (in the case of death while performing duties as an employee or professional or receiving unemployment benefits).
   

· If the assets of a deceased person are insufficient.
The children and the spouse must finance the funerals of their relative, even if they renounce beneficiary status.
These expenses constitute a maintenance debt the children must bear proportional to their resources if the assets of the deceased parent are insufficient (Cass.court, 1, May 14, 1992, appeal n° 90-18-967).
The funeral expenses constitute a succession debt only if they were "necessary". If the funeral takes on a "de-luxe" character, the expenses are only incurred by the person who initiated them (the amount retained in 2003 is about 1200 €, twenty-fourth of the maximum amount of the social security benefits).
   

· Requisitioning a funeral home.
In the event of death on a public road or in order to satisfy public health requirements, a society for the transportation of mortal remains may be requisitioned. The Mayor or the Director of Public Prosecution may demand payment of transportation costs before placement in the coffin.
(Code Général des Collectivités Territoriales, Sections L.2212-2, 5° and L.2215-1)
 
· Funeral of an indigent person.
The Mayor of the town or commune where the death occurred will be responsible for the organization of the financing of the funeral, taking in consideration, both of the deceased person's wish (Official Gazette, November 17, 1887), and the cost normally agreed and the governing laws.
Consult social services of the town hall.
The Mayor, calling upon a tribunal, may recover the cost of the funerals from one of the children or from the spouse, only on condition of his or her solvency.

Hospital Mortuary
Private Mortuary
Transfer of the body to a hospital or private mortuary, or the residence
Requisioning a funeral home for transport
Authorizations for transport before laying in the coffin (legislation)
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  Hospital Mortuary
A hospital mortuary (amphitheatre, depository, altar of repose, morgue) is located within a hospital, a care centre, a hospice or a retirement home.
It employs salaried personnel called "mortuary and disinfection service agents" or "morticians".
Hospital Mortuaries are part of hospital services.

Use of a hospital mortuary is free of charge for the first 3 days following admission.
No transportation fees may be charged.
A hospital mortuary may be designated as an autopsy site for forensic purposes. (Section R 44-7 and 9 of the Public Health code)

In rural regions where there are no funerary facilities nearby, a hospital mortuary may accept the body of a person who died outside its own premises, for a fee (Legislation 202-276, 02/27/02)
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  Private Mortuary
A private mortuary is a private structure to receive remains waiting for burial or cremation. It is mostly used in some cases of death at home. Unlike a hospital mortuary, a private mortuary may not accept the bodies of persons who died of certain contagious diseases.
All Private Mortuaries are managed by funeral homes.
Private mortuaries are part of the external services of funeral homes.

They fall under the category either of :
    - Funeral home or Funeral parlour,
    or
    - the trade name of : Funérarium®, Athanée®, Maison Funéraire®, etc.

Stay and transportation to a funeral home are onerous and may not be imposed.
(Payment or refund is made by the care centre, the retirement home or the family)
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   Transfer of the body upon request from an institution
	Upon death in a hospital, a private clinic, a hospice or a retirement home :
The transfer of the body to a private funeral home or the residence is not mandatory and cannot be required of the relatives.
Placement in the coffin and closure of the coffin can always be done where the death occurred. 

The Ministry of health has confirmed the notion of "medico-social institution residence of the deceased" in the written question n° 01816, Official Gazette of the Senate dated 01/02/03, page 78, which states: "the body of the deceased may remain within as if in its own residence".
The mortal remains may remain 6 days in a retirement home belonging to the medico-social sector and not related to a health facility, in accordance with the Code Général des Collectivités Territoriales. (non-official translation - Section R. 2213-33 and R.2213-35)


1) You may be offered
· Either :
To display the body in the mortuary of a public health institution or a private funeral home nearby (only if the death occurred in a care centre): free of charge for the first 3 days.

· Or :
The body may be sent to a funeral home, upon request from the Director of the institution : transport and stay free of charge.
In the event of an agreement on your part and taking in consideration the lack of equipment, an "admission request to the private funeral home" must be signed by you.
To avoid being billed and to ensure that this is not considered a specific request on your part, write next to your signature :
      "transfer upon request from the Director of the institution, at no cost to the family"
Important : The Director of a retirement home may take the initiative to have the body transported to a private funeral home, providing he or she confirms in writing his or her failed attempts to contact a person qualified to make the funeral arrangements within 10 hours of the death. Costs of transportation and stay remain the responsibility of that institution.

· Or :
The return of the deceased to his or her residence, or that of a family member: you are responsible for the transportation costs.
You may also wish for the body not to remain in an institution but request it to be transported to the residence. A 24 hours delay will be granted, 48 hours with preservation care.
In this instance, and in order to fulfil your wishes, you will be charged all costs (various steps, body bag, transportation, embalming, etc.)

	Section R. 2223-79
The remains of a person who has died in a public or private health institution, not mandated by section L 2223-39 to have mortuary facilities, and when this is done at the request of the Director of the institution, the costs of transportation to the funeral home are the responsibility of the institution, as well as the costs for the first 3 days of stay following admission. (non-official translation) 

Institutions lacking mortuary facilities will refund expenses incurred for transportation of the remains and the first 3 days of stay to the qualified person to make funerary arrangements, upon presentation of receipts detailing the services provided. (non-official translation - excerpt from A.N. 21/06/1999 p. 3824, le Ministre de l'Emploi et de la Solidarité).
Should you consent to the transfer to a funeral home: the costs of transfer and the first 3 days of stay following admission are the responsibility of that care facility, as they are free of charge to the family.
(non-official translation - Sec. R. 361-40, Code des communes, decree-law n° 94-1027, 11/23/1994)


2) You may be asked to contact an agency to have it provide transportation of the
     remains to a funeral home.
Such request is unethical and takes advantage of your lack of knowledge.

· Refuse to make the call and do not approach such an agency in any manner :
the transfer request must come from the institution, not you.
· If you agree to such transfer, do not forget to write on the authorization presented to you: "transfer upon request from the Director of the institution, at no cost to the family"
DISREGARD OF THIS ADVICE WILL RESULT IN YOUR OBLIGATION TO PAY FOR :
- TRANSFER WITHOUT PLACEMENT IN A COFFIN,
- ADMISSION FEES,
- LENGTH OF STAY,
- RENT OF PREPARATION ROOM, PARLOR,
- POSSIBLE EMBALMING CARE.
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  In the case of a person dying in a retirement home (considered the residence of the deceased) do not listen to the following arguments :
        - "Our institution habitually transfers the remains to a funeral home."
        - "The legislation requires the remains to be transferred from the premises as soon as possible."
        - "The remains must be retrieved by the family within two hours." 
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  Certain care centres, retirement homes and corporations managing funeral homes have agreements.
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  The practices of transfer may also aim to channel clientele for the benefit of certain funeral homes corporations.
      (condemned by the Conseil de la Concurrence)
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  Denounce abusive stipulations by retirement homes that force families to transfer the mortal remains. 
     (this is sometimes a condition of registration or admission in an institution!)
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  Research the costs of transportation to a funeral home before taking such action, if you so desire.

  Be critical in selecting a funeral home (free choice since January 1998)


Section L. 361-19-1. of the law of January 8, 1993.
Public or private health institutions satisfying the conditions fixed by Council of State decree-law must provide a mortuary where the mortal remains of the persons who died there must be placed. (non-official translation)

Section 11, decree-law 97-1039, November 14, 1997.
Health institutions where more than 200 deaths occur annually are no longer authorized to enter into contractual agreement with private funeral homes. (non-official translation)

Section 9, decree-law 95-653, May 9, 1995.
Public or private health institutions must post in their mortuary, in a place accessible to the public, and give to anyone upon request a list of qualified funeral homes. (non-official translation)

Official Gazette, May 10, 1995, Section 32.
When the remains of a deceased person have been admitted to a funeral home in accordance with Sections R. 361-37, second paragraph, second and third hyphen, and R. 361-38, Code des communes (transfer upon request from the Director of an institution, Editor's note), and this funeral home includes, within the dispositions of Section L. 361-19, Code des communes, premises where other external services of funeral homes are offered, the manager of the funeral home may not take an order for these other services before receiving from the qualified person to make the funeral arrangements a signed document by the said person, attesting he or she has previously consulted the list mentioned in Section 31 above. (non-official translation)
(Prefecture list of qualified funeral home societies, Editor's note)

  Particular case of requisition of a funeral home
In the event of a death on a public road or in order to satisfy public health requirements, a society for the transportation of mortal remains may be requisitioned. The Mayor or the Director of Public Prosecution may demand payment of transportation costs before placement in the coffin and transportation to the family.
(non-official translation - Code Général des Collectivités Territoriales, Sections L.2212-2, 5° and L.2215-1)
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  Funerary transportation before laying in the coffin
The decree-law n° 2002-1065, August 5, 2002, authorizes one or several funerary transports without placement in a coffin from where the remains are initially housed to the residence of the deceased, a family residence or a private funeral home, whether the initial housing of the remain was done by the family or upon request from the police.
Section R. 2213-7.
Without prejudice to specific requirements set in Section R. 2223-77, transport of a deceased person, without placement in a coffin, to his or her residence, the residence of a family member or a funeral home is authorized whatever the initial location of the remains, within the stipulations of Sections R. 2213-8, R. 2213-9 and R.2213-11, by the Mayor of the place of repose of the remains. (non-official translation)

Section R. 2213-8.
The authorization is subject to:
1° The request of a qualified person to make funeral arrangements and proof of identity and residence;
2° Preliminary identification of the remains by such person;
3° The death occurring in a home for the aged or a health institution,
     with written consent from the Director;
4° The written consent of the Departmental Senior medical officer of a public health institution, or his/her representative,
    or the attending physician in a private health institution or the physician who registered the death, if the death occurred
    outside a health facility;
5° The preliminary fulfilling of formalities required by Sections 78, 79 and 80 of the Civil Code relative to the attestation
    of death. (non-official translation)

Section R. 2213-9.
The refusal of the physician, mentioned in Section R. 2213-8, is justified. The physician may only oppose the transport in the following instances:
1° The death raises a forensic concern;
2° At the time of death, the deceased was suffering from a contagious disease contained in the list issued by decree-law
     of the Minister in charge of Health, after consultation with the Conseil supérieur d'hygiène publique de France;
3° The condition of the remains does not permit transportation.
    When the physician opposes the transport of the remains without a coffin, he informs immediately the family
     in writing and if necessary the Director of the institution. (non-official translation)

Section R. 2213-10.
If the death occurs in an administrative region other than where the remains are transferred, then a notice of authorization of transport must be sent without delay to the Mayor of that commune. (non-official translation)

Section R. 2213-11.
When preservation care of the remains stipulated in paragraph 1 have not been administered, the transportation of the remains must take place within twenty-four hours of death. The period can be extended to forty-eight hours if such care has been administered. The report stipulated in Section R. 2213-4 is added to the file created for the transport of the remains. (non-official translation)

Section R. 2213-12.
When the permission is denied, the remains may not be transported until placed in a coffin and within the stipulations of Sections R. 2213-15 to R. 2213-28. (non-official translation)

2 Things to do when someone dies at home
1) Call your physician or the SAMU or SMUR services : emergency European numbers 15 or 112.
2) Obtain a Death Certificate.
3) Actions to be taken to preserve the body :
· Place the body on a bed protected by an undersheet or an oil cloth.

· Obstruct the anus with cotton wool.

· Raise the head with a pillow.

· Close shutters and windows, draw the curtains.
Turn off the heat in the room.

· Light a few candles (to reduce the amount of oxygen in the room)
Take all necessary safety precautions to avoid fire.


· Turn off all electric lights or keep lighting to a minimum.

· Close the door(s) to the room. 

4) Report the death to the civil registrar in the town where the death occured within 24 hours.
These suggestions are in no way intended as a substitute for the services of a Funeral Home or the services of an undertaker (cleaning, clothing or eventual placement of dry ice or somatic care)

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  Suggested means of preservation and required authorizations 

The preservation of the body before placing in a coffin may be performed as follows:

1) WITH COLD
Use of dry ice (carbon dioxide ice)
This is the common, traditional technique for preservation at home.
It gives perfect results in 95% of the cases.
Dry ice is applied on different parts of the body, which freeze on contact (- 96 degrees).
The ice must be changed every 24 hours.
Attention : Some funeral homes use products for freezing food product, not dry ice, in order to save money. These products do not satisfy the criteria imposed for preservation of bodies.
No administrative requirements, no authorization required, no police involvement.
Use of refrigeration equipment (refrigerated lockers, beds or technical ramps)
Refrigerated lockers are used in mortuaries and funerary chambers.
Beds and refrigerated ramps may be suggested if the body will remain in the home.
No administrative requirements, no authorization required, no police involvement.


2) CHEMICAL PROCESS
Embalming (synonyms: thanatopraxis, formolisation, preservation act, IFT®).
Injection of 4 to 6 litres of an aseptic and sterilizing formaldehyde product. This procedure takes about one and a half hours to complete.
The preservation is perfect in 90% of the cases.
This method implies:
- no legal opposition on the death certificate delivered by the physician;
- a signed authorization by the family;
- an authorization of care delivered by city hall. The description of the procedure and a sample of the product used must be supplied by the embalmer.
- The presence of a police official, a game warden or an officer of the municipal police force to witness the procedure is subject to compensation.
	When death occurs at home, use of a preservation method such as :
- dry ice,
- refrigerated ramp,
- embalming.
to avoid transferring the mortal remains to a private funeral parlour or having to keep the remains in a refrigerated locker.
This procedure may be recommended, but not imposed, when closing the coffin is deferred several days.
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  Definition of thanatopraxis (embalming)
Thanatopraxis or embalming consists of several techniques used to preserve and expose the mortal remains, with somatic care.
From the Greek "THANATOS", the god of death and "PRAXIS", practice.
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  Aim of thanatopraxis
   -  Delay the natural process of decomposition.

    -  Promote hygiene and suppress odours.

    -  Give a more natural appearance to the face.
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  Procedure and techniques used in thanatopraxis
· Throughout washing to achieve complete external asepsis of the body.

· Incision in the middle of the clavicula.
Injection of a formaldehyde solution in the carotid artery and simultaneous evacuation of blood through the jugular vein.
Other access or evacuation points may be selected by the technician.
  

· Elimination of liquids and gas through an incision near the navel.
Injection of concentrated formaldehyde.
  

· Closing of the incisions.
  

· External washing of the remains, asepsis of orifices (mouth, nose, ears...).
 

· A sample bottle of the liquid used is attached to the ankle.

End of the intervention with clothing, make-up and hairdressing.
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  Legal obligations to have somatic care performed
Somatic care must be performed to transfer mortal remains without a coffin within 24 and 48 hours of death either at the residence of the deceased or his/her family, or to a funeral parlour (injection of a formaldehyde compound cannot be imposed if transport is completed within the first 24 hours).
If transport occurs in less than 4 hours and somatic care has been performed, an coffin 18 millimetres thick instead of 22 millimetres may be used for burial.

Some countries require the injection of a formaldehyde liquid before repatriation of a coffin (see below the list of these countries).

The cost of these procedures may be high : request a written estimate and know you can freely choose which funeral home for embalming care or which transporter.
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  Thanatopraxis and religion
      - Accepted by Christian religion (Catholic or Protestant).
      - Tolerated by Jewish religion under certain circumstances (exclusively if the coffin is sent to Israel).
      - Forbidden by Islam (except for repatriation of the coffin to some countries)
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  Europe and embalming practices
       High prescriber : England.
       Recent introduction, occasionally performed : Germany, Spain, Ireland.
       No interest: Austria, Greece, Italy, Malta, Portugal, Switzerland.
       Ban and avoidance of these procedures : Belgium, Denmark, Holland, Luxembourg, Scandinavian countries.
       (except for repatriation of a coffin to some countries).
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  Affections that forbid somatic care

- Anthrax*.
- Cholera*.
- Hemorrhagic fevers*.
- Viral hepatitis.
- Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease.
- Plague*.
- Rabies.
- AIDS.
- Smallpox and other orthopoxviruses*.
- Any serious septic condition, upon attending physician's stipulation

*: the remains must be placed in a hermetically sealed coffin equipped with a gas purifier immediately following death at home or before exiting the health care institution.
Final closing of the coffin is done without any delay.

Order of July 20, 1998, establishing the list of contagious diseases forbidding certain funerary procedures identified in the by-law 76-435, May 18, 1976, amending the by-law of December 32, 1941.

Order from the Conseil d'Etat, November 8, 1999, authorizing again somatic care for :
      - Serious septic condition.
      - Confirmed hepatitis A.
      - Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease.
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  Countries imposing somatic care before repatriation
